En Avant de Guirmgnp was founded in 1912.

EA Guingamp has spent seven seasons in Ligue 1: from 1995 to 1998 and from 2000 to 2004.

EA Guingamp won the Intertoto Cup and qualified for the UEFA Cup in the 1996/97 season.

In 1997, EA Guingamp qualified for the French @l for the first time (beaten by OGC Nicé&,13-4 pens).

Inter Milan visited the Stade du Roudourou in Guingamp in the first round of the UEFA Cup in 1996/97. The
eventual winners of the competition (a statudded Inter with players such as Djorkaéffigloma, Zanetti and
Zamorano) won ® in Brittany. In the return match in Milan, the EAG produced a solid performance, holding
the Nerazzurri 41.

In the victorious Cup run in 2008/09, EA Guingamp defeated three Ligue 1 clubSI®Rd:-0 v Le Mans UC

72; semifinal: 221 v Toulouse FC; finakl2v Stade Rennais FC).

In the French Cup seffinal against Toulouse, EA Guingamp qualifiedi2 the final minutes. In the final at the
Stade de France EA Guingamp equalised two minutes after Rennes hadl dberseoring and then scored the
winning goal seven minutes from time.

En Avant de Guingamp is competing in its first ever Champions Trophy.

Wilson Oruma, the EA Guingamp playmaker, was Olympic champion at the 1996 Atlanta Games and played at
the 1998 Wrld Cup with Nigeria.

Sporting manager of EA Guingamp, Xavier Gravelaine, also played for the club between November 1995 and
June 1996. The former international (four caps) scored nine goals for EAG.

Noél Le Graét took over the presidency of the cluBune 1972. He quit the presidency in September 1991 to
become president of the Professional Football League (Ligue de Football Professidfiigland remained in
place until 2000. President Le Graét returned to the club in June 2002. He is curremplyegident of the

French Football Federation. Noél Le Graét was Mayor of Guingamp from 1993 to 2008.

FCG Bordeaux completed an historic triple during the 2008/09 season in winning the Ligue 1 title, the

Champions Trophy and the League Cup.

FCG Bordeaux has won the French Ligue 1 crown six times (1950, 1984 98338@.999 and 2009).

FCG Bordeaux has been playing in Ligue 1 since 1992 and this season, will be taking part in its 18th consecutive

season in the French top flight.

In the 2008/09 campaign, FCG Bordeaux finished the season with the second bestratigcieil with 64

goals scored and three players with more than ten goals apiece: Marouane Chamakh and Fernando Cavenaghi

with 13 goals and Yoann Gourcuff with 12 goals.

FCG Bordeaux remained undefeated at their home ground, the Stade CBalraas, all sason. Les Girondins

are undefeated in 33 consecutive home matches in Ligue 1.
